In case of power failure, the surface burners can be lit manually.
Hold a lit match near a burner and turn knob counterclockwise
to IGNITE. After burner lights, turn knob to setting.

IMPORTANT: Burner reignition feature does not work without
power.

Fire Hazard

Do not let the burner flame extend beyond the edge of
the pan.

Turn off all controls when not cooking.

Rough finishes may scratch the cooktop. Aluminum and copper
may be used as a core or base in cookware. However, when
used as a base, they can leave permanent marks on the cooktop
or grates.

Cookware material is a factor in how quickly and evenly heat is
transferred, which affects cooking results. A nonstick finish has
the same characteristics as its base material.

For example, aluminum cookware with a nonstick finish will take
on the properties of aluminum.
